Each senior is featured on their own trading card displaying his or her favorite 

activities, which they autograph for younger students following their presentations.  The back of 

each card lists the UmattR teen's activities, school, grade point average, and future plans along 

with his or her personal message of how he or she remain drug free.  These cards serve as a 

reminder to each child that many high school aged students are drug free and that they can aspire 

to be role models and future leaders as well.  Each UmattR teen will receive a $1,000 scholarship 

for his or her 10-month commitment to UmattR service in our community.
